How I Successfully Use Mite Off
It’s apparent that not everyone has been successful with mite off, so here are a few pointers for when you catch them early enough, in your collection ~ 0-7 days or so. We’ve only had them three times, and each time this method has worked for us.

Always remember to quarantine. I always aim to keep new additions in the furthest away room possible, mainly because of mites. 

1) First thing we do when we spot them is move them into a smaller enclosure (for the purpose of this information, lets just say I had a 500g male royal – I’d move him to a 9L Really useful box). The first enclosure they were in are no longer suitable for us, because there could be many many in there that we just cant see with eggs – normally people use vivariums, which have a very large surface area.

2) Before we place the snake in the new smaller enclosure, we will fill it with water to about 84-86F. We will place the snake in there and let the snake drink. You don’t want to overfill the tub with water, so the snake has to swim in order to stay alive. Just enough water for the snake to be able to relax.
3) Once the snake has fully hydrated itself (probably within 30mins), I then empty the tub out and fill it with soapy water. We’ve used surecare sensitive washing up liquid before. We only added a small squirt of this to the water. This will reduce the surface tension of the water, which will allow the mites to drown much easier and faster. We leave them like this for about 1-2 hours.

4) After the snake has soaked in the water, we dry everything off, place unprinted newspaper in the 9L really useful box, with the snake, and spray the entire really useful box with mite off, and the entire snake as well. We spray the lid as well. Once we’ve finished spraying we give them a water bowl

5) After this, follow the instructions on your mite off bottle. If you have two 9L RUB’s this would benefit greatly as well. This would enable you to change the entire enclosure every 3 days as well. While one enclosure is in use, you could fill the other to the top, with hot soapy water. This will ensure that each time you soak and spray the snake, they are then provided with a fresh clean environment with no mites.

6) Before we spray the snake every 3 days, we soak them in soapy water first, and repeat steps 2-5.

7) We have always taken advantage of our cold weather over winter, and we would put any old enclosures that had mites, outside in the garage. This will kill all life stages of mites as long as temperatures dip below 35F. Alternatively, if you have something to facilitate this, you can also cook them above 105F, as this will kill all life stages of mites as well
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
